Kids will create presentations for one another explaining the challenges and highlighting their successes in implementing Blight Busters Kidz programs.  Kids that become involved with the programs will have a hands-on experience building affordable houses, restoring neighborhoods, painting murals and this will allow them to make a real difference – for themselves and to others in their communities.
Visitors to the Kidz club will tour Blight Busters Artist Village, located across the street from their Community Resource Center, and tour the painted murals throughout the neighborhood.  Visiting kids will also meet one-on-one with current Blight Buster kids that will invite them to be involved with integrating all neighborhoods to rebuild and make a difference in our communities.
Blight Busters programs participating in this kick-off will include:
1. PAWZ (Public Art Works), a kids program that provides artistic teaching and involvement in areas like music camp, poetry & literacy, mural painting, and more.
2. GIRLFRIENDZ, a mentoring organization that offers companionship, guidance, and direction for young girls.

3. SUMMER IN THE CITY, a program that introduces suburban kids to city kids so they can work together toward common community goals.

Qualigence will be involved in supporting all of the kids programs along with offering their human resource and employment expertise to help prepare older kids with interviewing and resume preparation skills that will give them the confidence to find a job.  “We are thrilled to be a partner with Blight Busters to launch the Blight Busters Kidz initiative.
